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ATTENDANCE

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Trombley called the public meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

ENTER INTO NON-PUBLIC SESSION, RSA 91-A:3 II (b) hiring 
Motion by Chairman Trombley to enter into non-public session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3 II (b) hiring, (e) legal.  Seconded by Selectman Gauthier.  Motion carried 5-0.  Roll Call Vote; Selectmen Cody, Gauthier, Jordan, Tibbetts and Trombley all voting aye.

RECONVENE

Chairman Trombley reconvened the public session at 7:00 PM in the Town Hall meeting room and via Zoom.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

CONSENT CALENDAR

Minutes from the December 27, 2022 Selectmen’s meeting were submitted for approval.
Payroll Manifest for the pay period ending January 5, 2023 in the amount of $153,615.35 was submitted for approval.

Accounts Payable Manifest for the period ending January 5, 2023 in the amount of $1,155,410.62 ($169,534.00 is for Primex, $731,869.78 is for the Lagoon Project and $254,006.84 is for the town) was submitted for approval.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to approve the consent calendar as submitted.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 4-0-1.  Selectman Tibbetts abstained.
BUSINESS
WATER AND SEWER BUDGET

Water and Sewer Commissioners Tom Dwyer and Marc Nickerson discussed the Water and Sewer Budget with the Board in terms of splitting out the W&S budget from the Town operating budget.  After discussing the method, it was decided to leave it combined.

Mr. Dwyer asked for clarification of the remaining ARPA Funds.  He thought it was the Board of Selectmen’s intent to direct the remaining amount from the ARPA Funds to the serious issues at the sewer treatment plant.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to approve allocating the remaining funds from the ARPA Funds to be used by the Water and Sewer Department at the Waste Water Facility.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
TRANSFER STATION
The Stump Dump Policy and Transfer Station Policy was discussed with Tax Collector and Town Clerk Erika Robinson. She spoke on several challenges that her office deals with selling dump stickers.  Her understanding was that residents of Epping were sold dump stickers.  A summer resident of Hedding Campground recently came in and wanted to buy 4 dump stickers.  Mrs. Robinson was unclear as to the town policy. Discussion continued regarding the polices being out of date, resident versus tax payer (property owners), summer residents (seasonal stickers), commercial vehicles and who is to be sold dump stickers.  See attached Transfer Station information.
Chairman of Camp Hedding Association John Fuller addressed the board as a non-resident of Epping. He explained less than 10 % of summer residents use the town transfer station as there is trash removal on site.  Dump Stickers are used for those who have construction projects on their cottages all year as well those as cottage owners snowmobiling and make weekend visits during the winter.
Motion by Chairman Trombley having the Board of Selectmen draft and revise the existing Transfer Station Policy. It will be posted for review and revisited.  Seconded by Selectman Gauthier.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion by Chairman Trombley to follow the existing policy allowing any taxpayer the ability to purchase a dump sticker.  Motion not acted on.
Further discussion followed with DPW Director Dennis Koch regarding the commercial vehicles with dump stickers not being issue.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to leave the existing policy in place until the new policy is drafted and in place.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 4-1.  Chairman Trombley voted nay.  Mr. Koch and Mr. Reinhold will be referred to there are sticker issues.
Mrs. Robinson also asked if there is a better communication tool to use explaining the reasons for the increase of the dump stickers.

Motion by Selectman Jordan to approve the Deputy Forest Fire Warden appointments for William Naugle removing Michael Floyd, Eric Czifrik removing Paul St. Cyr, Adinara Challinor removing Bruce Chapman, Michael Nickerson removing Jonathan Markey, Danielle Zukas removing Doanld Tilbe, Mark Proulx removing Roger Anderson and Brenda Silva removing Paul Hanley.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
Fire Pay Structure for training skills compensation was discussed at length.  The Fire Department budget does not reflect the percentage increases for employee training.  How to best fund this budget increase was debated.
Motion by Selectman Cody to add $34,790.00 to the 2023 operating budget for the Fire Department budget effective April 1st.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 4-1.  Chairman Trombley voted nay.

ARTICLE 7:  2023 OPERATING BUDGET 

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate as an operating budget, not including appropriations by special warrant articles and other appropriations voted separately, the amount set forth on the budget posted with the warrant or as amended by vote of the first session, for the purposes set forth therein, totaling Seventeen Million, Two Hundred Twenty Five Thousand, One Hundred Dollars ($17,225,100.00). Should this article be defeated, the default budget shall be Sixteen Million, Eight Hundred Fifteen Thousand, Seven Hundred Sixty-Five Dollars ($16,815,765.00), which is the same as last year, with certain adjustments required by previous action of the town or by law; or the governing body may hold one special meeting, in accordance with RSA 40:13, X and XVI, to take up the issue of a revised operating budget only. 

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the operating budget, article #7, with the 4% for elected officials, whatever that number is, taken out of the bottom line.  Seconded by Chairman Trombley.  Motion carried 5-0.

ARTICLE 8:   ACCRUED BENEFITS EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) to be placed in the previously established Accrued Benefits Expendable Trust Fund. This sum to come from unassigned fund balance. No amount to be raised from taxation. 

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Accrued Benefits Expendable Trust Fund, Article #8.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 9: HIGHWAY EQUIPMENT CAPITAL RESERVE FUND 

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Forty Thousand Dollars ($40,000.00) to be placed in the previously established Highway Equipment Capital Reserve Fund. This sum to come from unassigned fund balance. No amount to be raised from taxation.

ARTICLE 10: WATSON ACADEMY REPAIRS EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

ARTICLE 12:   LANDFILL CLOSURE CAPITAL RESERVE FUND

ARTICLE 13:  GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Forty Thousand Dollars ($40,000.00) to be placed in the previously established Government Buildings Expendable Trust Fund. This sum to come from unassigned fund balance. No amount to be raised from taxation.

ARTICLE 14:    CONSERVATION COMMISSION EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $5,000.00 (Five Thousand Dollars) to be placed in the previously established Conservation Commission Expendable Trust Fund.  This sum to come from unassigned fund balance.  No amount to be raised by taxation.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Conservation Commission Expendable Trust Fund, Article #14.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 15:   DISCONTINUE FIREWORKS CAPITAL RESERVE FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to discontinue the Fireworks Capital Reserve Fund created in 2017. Said funds, with accumulated interest to date of withdrawal, to be transferred to the General Fund.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Discontinue Fireworks Capital Reserve Fund, Article #15.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 16:    DISCONTINUE PROPERTY REVALUATION EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to discontinue the Property Revaluation Expendable Trust Fund created in 2004. Said funds, with accumulated interest to date of withdrawal, to be transferred to the General Fund.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Discontinue Property Revaluation Expendable Trust Fund, Article #16.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 17:    DISCONTINUE LIBRARY ADDITION CAPITAL RESERVE FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to discontinue the Library Addition Capital Reserve Fund created in 2018. Said funds, with accumulated interest to date of withdrawal, to be transferred to the General Fund.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Discontinue Library Addition Capital Reserve Fund, Article #17.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 18:  EPPING YOUTH ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION 

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00) in support of the Epping Youth Athletic Association. This sum to come from unassigned fund balance. No amount to be raised from taxation. 
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Epping Youth Athletic Association, Article #18.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 4-1-0.  Selectman Cody voted nay.
ARTICLE 19:    OPTIONAL VETERAN’S TAX CREDIT
Shall the Town of Epping approve the readoption of the Optional Veteran’s Tax Credit (RSA 72:28 II) to allow for the expansion of the criteria needed to qualify for the Optional Veteran’s Tax Credit of $750 to now include those service members that are currently serving and have not yet been honorably discharged from the armed services.  The readoption of the Optional Veteran’s Tax Credit, if approved would continue to offer a $750 tax credit to all honorably discharged Veterans that qualify under the current requirements but as of April 1, 2023, it would expand the eligibility requirements to now include those individuals that have not yet been discharged from active service. 

Motion by Selectman Jordan to recommend the Optional Veteran’s Tax Credit, Article #19.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 20:    ALL VETERAN’S TAX CREDIT

Shall the Town of Epping approve the readoption of the All Veteran’s Tax Credit (RSA 72:28.b) to allow for the expansion of the criteria needed to qualify for the All Veteran’s Tax Credit of $750 to now include those service members that are currently serving and have not yet been honorably discharged from the armed services.  The readoption of the All Veteran’s Tax Credit, if approved would continue to offer a $750 tax credit to all honorably discharged Veterans that qualify under the current requirements of (RSA 72:28.b) but as of April 1, 2023, it would expand the eligibility requirements to now include those individuals that have not yet been discharged from active service. 
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the All Veteran’s Tax Credit, Article #20.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 21:  TRANSFER STATION COMPACTOR

 

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Sixty-Two Thousand Dollars ($62,000.00) for the purchase and installation of an additional trash compactor at the Transfer Station. This sum to come from unassigned fund balance.  No amount to be raised by taxation.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Transfer Station Compactor, Article #21.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
Article 22:  SIDEWALK PLOW/SNOW BLOWER LEASE

To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to enter into a Seven (7) Year Lease/Purchase Agreement for One Hundred Seventy-One Thousand, Six Hundred Dollars ($171,600.00) for the purpose of leasing a Sidewalk Plow/Snow Blower for snow removal of the town’s sidewalks and to raise and appropriate the sum of Twenty-Eight Thousand, Six Hundred Fifty-Five Dollars ($28,655.00) for the first year’s lease payment. This lease agreement contains a non-appropriation clause.

Motion by Selectman Cody to amend the Sidewalk Plow/Snow Blower Lease, Article 22 to read, Sidewalk Plow, Article 22 and to read “leasing sidewalk removal equipment of the town’s sidewalks”.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 5-0.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Sidewalk Plow, Article #22.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
Article 23:  TRANSFER STATION EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND 

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to establish a Transfer Station Expendable Trust Fund per RSA 31:19-a, for the purpose of buying new equipment for the Transfer Station and Recycling Center and to raise and appropriate the sum of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00) to be placed in the fund and further to name the Board of Selectmen as agents to expend from said fund.  This sum to come from unassigned fund balance. No amount to be raised from taxation. 

Motion by Selectman Cody to recommend the Transfer Station Expendable Trust Fund, Article #23 minus the word “new”.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 24:  ADDITIONAL FULL TIME FIREFIGHTER/EMT

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Seventy-Nine Thousand, Fifty Dollars ($79,050.00) for the hiring of an additional Full-Time Firefighter2/EMT Employee including benefits for seven months and the required gear.  Approval would call for an estimated cost for a full year of One Hundred Nineteen Thousand, One Hundred Eighty-Five Dollars ($119,185.00) in fiscal year 2024. 
Motion by Selectman Jordan to recommend the Additional Full Time Firefighter/EMT, Article #24.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 25:  REALLOCATE THE LAND USE CHANGE TAX

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to deposit fifty percent (50%) of the revenues collected pursuant to RSA 79-A (the land use change tax) in the conservation fund in accordance with RSA 36-A:5 III as authorized by RSA 79-A:25 II, said funds to be used for conservation land and easement acquisition and costs associated therewith to protect and conserve properties in Epping. 

Motion by Chairman Trombley to recommend the Reallocating the Land Use Change Tax, Article #25.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 4-1-0.  Selectman Gauthier voted nay.
ARTICLE 26:  BY PETITION:  ROCKINGHAM COMMUNITY ACTION 

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Eleven Thousand, Three Hundred Dollars ($11,300.00) for the purpose of funding Rockingham Community Action for its work in providing fuel, utility, food, homeless and housing assistance, budgeting education and support to Epping residents in crisis to move them toward self-sufficiency. 

Motion by Selectman Jordan to recommend the Rockingham Community Action, By Petition Article #26.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 27: BY PETITION: ROCKINGHAM NUTRITION & MEALS ON WHEELS PROGRAM 

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Eight Thousand, Seven Hundred and Six Dollars ($8,706.00) to enable Rockingham Nutrition & Meals on Wheels Program to continue to provide the meals and transportation services to older Epping residents. 

Motion by Selectman Jordan to recommend the Rockingham Nutition & Meals on Wheels Program, By Petition Article #27.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 28:   BY PETITION - READY RIDES FUNDING 

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $1,500.00 (One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars) for the Ready Rides Program. The goal of Ready Rides is to ensure everyone who resides in any one of our service towns over 55 and/or disabled has a ride to a Medical, Dental, Therapy or any Health-related appointments.  
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Ready Rides Funding, by Petition Article #28.  Seconded by Selectman Jordan.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 29:  BY PETITION: COMMUNITY CHILDREN’S FUND

To see if the Town of Epping will vote and raise and appropriate the sum of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00) for the purpose of supporting services provided to residents by the Community Children’s Fund (CCF).  The CCF raises funds to provide warm clothing and bedding to needy children in the 11 communities served by the Exeter Area Charitable Foundation.  Since 1989 the CCF has helped thousands of children through clothing vouchers and direct aid through the schools.  Epping children received $11,230 in clothing vouchers and direct aid to the schools in 2022.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Community Children’s Fund, by Petition Article #29.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 30:  BY PETITION: WAYPOINT AT THE RICHIE MCFARLAND CENTER

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Eight Thousand One Hundred Dollars ($8,100.00) for Waypoint at The Richie McFarland Center’s early intervention program that serves children from birth to three years of age and their families.  This appropriation will support the cost of providing early childhood special education, pediatric therapies and family support services to Epping residents. This past year forty-four (44) children and their families were served.  This appropriation will help support the annual cost for weekly home-based services.     
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to recommend the Waypoint at the Richie McFarland Center, by Petition Article #30.  Seconded by Selectman Tibbetts.  Motion carried 5-0.
ARTICLE 31:  BY PETITION: NEW HAMPSHIRE RESOLUTION TO TAKE ACTION ON CLIMATE POLLUTION

We the Town of Epping hereby call upon our State and Federal elected representatives to enact carbon pricing legislation to protect New Hampshire from the costs and environmental risks of continued climate inaction.  To protect households, we support a Carbon Fee and Dividend approach that charges fossil fuel procedures for their carbon pollution and rebates the money collected to all residents on an equal basis.  Enacting a Carbon Cash-Back program decreases long-term fossil-fuel dependence, aids in the economic transition for energy consumers, and keeps local energy dollars in New Hampshire’s economy, Carbon Cash-Back has been championed by US economists (January 17, 2019 WSJ) as the most effective and fair way to deliver rapid reductions in harmful carbon emissions at the scale required for our safety.

We expect our representatives to lead in this critical moment for the health and well-being of our citizens and for the protection of New Hampshire’s natural resources upon which we all rely.

The record of the vote approving this article shall be transmitted by written notice to Epping’s State Legislators, to the Governor of New Hampshire, to Epping’s Congressional Delegation, and to the President of the United States, informing them of the instructions from their constituents, by Epping’s Select Board, within 30 days of this vote.
Motion by Selectman Jordan to recommend the New Hampshire Resolution to take action on Climate Pollution by Petition Article #31.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion denied 0-4-1. Chairman Trombley abstained.
ARTICLE 32:   BY PETITION – EYAA ILLEGAL ACTIVITY 

To see if the Town of Epping will vote to eliminate all tax dollar funding for the Epping Youth Athletic Association (EYAA), a 501 (c)(3) tax exempt organization, having participated in political campaigns over the past two years to illegally influence the outcome of Epping Town elections.  
Robert Hodgman is the author of this petition and explained his reasoning for the article. 
Motion by Selectman Cody to recommend the EYAA Illegal Activity by Petition Article #32.  Motion denied 2-2-1. Chairman Trombley abstained.  
Due to the recent information from Mr. Hodgman Selectman Cody made the following motion:

Motion by Selectman Cody to remove Epping Youth Athletic Association Article #18 from the list of Town Warrants.  As there was not a second, this motion was not acted on.
Selectman Jordan left the meeting.

Robert Hodgman requested moving the two EYAA Articles together so the voters will see both choices.
Motion by Chairman Trombley to rename and move Article #18 to Article #25 and Article #32 to Article #26.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion passed 4-1-0.  Selectman Tibbetts voted nay.

Discussion with Mr. Hodgman regarding removing the newly named Article #25 and the legalities of keeping the article on the warrant continued.  Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge will bring the information to the attention of the Town Attorney.
