BOARD OF SELECTMEN MEETING MINUTES

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ATTENDANCE

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Trombley called the meeting to order at 6:45 PM.

ENTER INTO NON-PUBLIC SESSION, RSA 91-A:3 II (b) hire 
Motion by Chairman Trombley to enter into non-public session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3 II (b) hire.  Seconded by Selectman Gauthier.  Motion carried 4-0.  Roll Call Vote; Selectmen Cody, Gauthier, Jordan, Tibbetts and Chairman Trombley all voting aye.  Selectman Jordan joined the meeting just after the vote.
RECONVENE

Chairman Trombley reconvened the public session at 7:00 PM in the Town Hall meeting room.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
CONSENT CALENDAR

Minutes from the February 21, 2023 meeting was submitted for approval.

Payroll manifest for the pay period ending March 2, 2023 in the amount of $164,188.63 was submitted for approval.

Accounts Payable manifest for the period ending March 2, 2023 in the amount of $2,123,148.11 ($1,000,000.000 for the school, $579,027.82 is for the water main extension and $544,120.29 for the Town) was submitted for approval.
Timber Yield Tax for Dana Burt on map 010-007 in the amount of $250.84 was submitted for approval.
Intent to Cut for Ryan Gatchell at 34 Prescott Road LLC, map and lot 022-008 was submitted for approval.

Veteran Credit for map and lot 022-082-001-046 was submitted for approval.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to approve the consent calendar as submitted.  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.

FIRE

Request to hire Roland Courtemanche as a part time FF/Paramedic at $26.50 an hour contingent upon a favorable background check was submitted for approval.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to approve the request to hire David Walkers as a part time Roland Courtemanche as a part time FF/Paramedic at $26.50 an hour contingent upon a favorable background check (unless he has had one completed within the last year).  Seconded by Selectman Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.  

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS

Town Administrator Gregory C Dodge talked to legal and referred to RSA 472:6a that states, “mutual agreement between all landowners whose property lines are affected by the moving of the boundary”.  Mr. Dodge stated the intent is for the contractor to move the stone wall, slope the landscape and rebuild the wall the best he can.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to authorize Canterbury Commons contractor to move the stone wall for landscaping purposes and rebuild the stone wall.  Seconded by Selectman Jordon.  Motion carried 5-0.

LIBRARY
Rental agreement for the Library to use the meeting hall for their harp concert on Saturday March 11th, 2pm-4pm at no charge was submitted for approval.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to approve the rental agreement for the Library to use the meeting hall for their harp concert on Saturday March 11th, 2pm-4pm at no charge.  Seconded by Selectman Tibbetts.  Motion carried 5-0.

FIRE – AMBULANCE BILLING
Fire Chief Donald DeAngelis offered a slide presentation on how the ambulance billing is done and how write offs work.  A lengthy discussion followed including rescue rates, Medicare/Medicaid, billing insurances, resident payments and collections.  After the discussion Chief DeAngelis reported he is satisfied with the billing and the collection system.
Motion by Selectman Gauthier to approve ambulance write offs from last week; residents only totaling $24,059.83, transfers to collections for residents who received insurance payments directly in the amount of $6,097.00, transfers to collections for non-residents totaling $57,519.37 and non-residents write offs in the amount of $2,199.64, the grand total being $89,875.84.  Seconded by Selectman Tibbetts.  Motion carried 3-1-1. Chairman Trombley abstained, Selectmen Cody voted nay.
TRANSFER STATION POLICY 
Chairman Trombley has rewritten and added some definitions to the draft.  Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge will send another draft for review.

Motion by Selectman Gauthier to table the Transfer Station Policy to the March 20, 2023 meeting.  Seconded by Selectman Jordon.  Motion carried 5-0.
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Town Administrator

Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge announced the election is on Tuesday the 14th, 7am-7pm.  Three selectmen need to be present for opening the polls and at closing.  Mr. Dodge will need help in the morning to get the ballots to the middle school gym.
Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge complimented Road Supervisor David Reinhold and his employees on a job well done during the recent snow storm.
Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge said he will be attending an Eagle Scout Court of Honor for David Meyer at 11AM in Derry on Sunday if anyone from the Board would like to attend. 
Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge mentioned the television replacement cost. ETV Assistant Glen Fredericks answered questions regarding the cost and installation.  Chairman Trombley spoke of the installation cost as being too high.  He can do the installation with Selectman Jordan or call the Geek Squad.
Town Administrator Gregory C. Dodge requested guidance on the old ambulance going out for bid.  We have received a bid of interest for $20,000.00 from Presque Isle Maine.

Motion by Selectman Jordan to begin the bid process for the old ambulance.  The minimum bid will be set at $20,000.00 and open for 6 weeks.  This will be a sealed bid and opened in public.  Seconded by Selectmen Cody.  Motion carried 5-0.
