Mr. Coronati from Jones and Beach Engineers and representing property owner Michael Fecteau presented plans for a new driveway location.  Mr. Fecteau owns a commercial corner lot, map and lot 016-038 on Route 125.  Due to traffic patterns and potential wide turns needed for trucks the request was made to use part of a Class VI road that is further away from the highway.  Discussion took place with the general consensus of the Board to agree using part of the Class VI road as a driveway to Mr. Fecteau’s property if the Planning Board agrees.  Mr. Fecteau’s plans will include 2 parking spaces for people to park and walk the Class VI Stagecoach Road.  Selectman Gauthier would like a stipulation stating if this road is developed from Class VI to a Class V in the future this driveway will go away.
7:45 PUBLIC HEARING – US DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE DRUG FORCE

Chairman Trombley read the Public Notice to accept funds ($15,000.00) from the US Department of Justice Drug Force.  Police Chief Michael Wallace explained this fund is to be used to purchase equipment and/or gear to help eradicate marijuana.  The purchase of clothes with this fund was discussed versus buying a drone.
