PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

EPPING TOWN HALL

PRESENT – Susan McGeough, Heather Clark; Sean Morrison Via Zoom; Alternate Dave Reinhold; Planner Kellie Walsh; Secretary Phyllis McDonough.
CALL TO ORDER:   Chairman McGeough called the meeting to order at 6:00 and appointed Reinhold to sit in for Vose.

Chairman McGeough read notice of a Minor Site Plan by Sig Sauer, Inc.  Abutters present:  There were no abutters present.
Clark moved Reinhold seconded the motion to accept the plan.  The motion carried unanimously.

Joe Coronati from Jones & Beach and Aaron Williamson from Sig Sauer came before the Board with the proposal.  Coronati explained the pro shop sales use will move into the Experience building and the restaurant will move into the existing pro shop.
Coronati explained all that needs to be done to the restaurant building is add a loading facilities side to the building would involve expanding some pavement, add dumpsters and have enough room for trucks to back in with supplies; the left side of the building will have a patio area for outdoor seating.  

Coronati explained the number of seats being proposed is 84, the town parking calculations require one space for every two seats, and one space for every 200 square feet of the building.  He stated this is not met, so a waiver is requested.
Coronati stated the second waiver is from a drainage study, the addition of either side of the building adds approximately 2,800 square feet of impervious pavement. 

Chairman McGeough questioned how many of the 84 seats are outside and inside.  Coronati stated 84 seats are entirely inside, and the outside seating area would not be wait staffed it would be a take-out, possible two picnic tables. 

Reinhold asked if the septic would hold up.  Coronati stated a new septic is being put in and the existing system will be abandoned.  
Reinhold asked about the hours of operation.  Williamson stated 7:00am to 9:00pm, seven days a week, outdoor ranges end at 6:00pm.
A brief discussion on parking was addressed by Clark.  Walsh explained the reason behind the waiver for parking for the board to consider is what are the implications to the town should the waiver be granted, if there ae any negative implications to the town that would be a reason to not grant the waiver, she does not see a negative impact to the town.

Walsh explained on the waiver for drainage study, the applicant is adding very limited amount of impervious pavement only for the docking area, there is already a fully functioning storm water management system on site to handle the minor impervious area.
Chairman McGeough opened the public hearing, as there were no questions or comments the Chairman closed the public hearing.
Clark moved Reinhold seconded the motion to approve the waiver for parking and drainage study.  The motion carried Unanimously.

Clark read comments from Walsh, the outside seating area is next to the existing well.  How will that be handled.  Coronati explained they will put a concrete chamber around it with a lid to access it.  Also recommended having directional arrows to be placed, and if liquor is to be served the state would take care of that.  Williamson stated he had no issues with all condition’s comments.
Clark moved Reinhold seconded the motion to approve the application conditionally with comments from Walsh.  The motion carried unanimously.

MINUTES OF 5/12/2022 FOR APPROVAL – Clark moved Reinhold seconded the motion to approve the minutes as read.  The motion carried unanimously.
ALTERNATE ONE-YEAR APPOINTMENT, MIKE SUDAK – Clark moved Reinhold seconded the motion to approve the one-year appointment of Mike Sudak to serve as Alternate from 6/9/22 to 6/9/23.  The motion carried unanimously
