MINUTES

September 13, 2022


PRESENT:  Brian Reed, Kevin Martin, Kim Sullivan, John Horne; Alternate Max Miller; Planner Casey Wolfe; Secretary Phyllis McDonough; Cassaundra Hojaboom, Via Zoom. 

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG
TIM BARKER – Chairman Reed read notice for a Special Exception from Article 6, Section Alteration or Expansion of Non-Conforming Uses or Structures, to convert existing building to an antique shop. Parcel is located at 277 Pleasant Street Tax Map 027 – Lot 130 located in the Residential Zone.

Paige Libbey from Jones & Beach, represent Tim Barker, came before the board with the proposal.  Libbey explained this is the former awning center on route 27, in the residential zone.  She stated Barker is looking to convert the building to an antique store, which is only a change of use, so the reason for the Special Exception; there will be no additions to the building.
The Board and the applicant addressed the criteria and applicant’s comments for the Special Exception.  See file for applicant’s comments.
As there were no questions or further comments, the Chairman called for a motion.

Martin moved Horne seconded the motion to approve the Special Exception from Article 6, Section Alteration or Expansion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Buzzsaw Realty LLC Request for Rehearing RSA 677:2 regarding Case No: ZBA 2022-7 by Buzzsaw Realty, LLC for a Variance Rehearing under Article 6, Section 6.10(2)(b) – Maximum Density, and a Request for Rehearing for a Variance Rehearing under Article 3.8.7.b whereas municipal water connection is required. Parcel is The Housing Partnership, located at 35 Exeter Road Tax Map 030 – Lot 077 in the Industrial Commercial Zone.

The Chairman stated he sees no reason to grant the request to rehear. He explained he feels he did his job, and decision correctly.  The Board agreed.

Martin moved Sullivan seconded the motion to deny the request for rehearing.  The motion carried unanimously.

The Housing Partnership Request for Rehearing regarding Case No: ZBA 2022-7 in which the Board voted to Deny a Variance under Article 6, Section 6.10.2.d to allow three habitable stories where two are permitted for multifamily development at their July 20, 2022 meeting.  Parcel is located at 35 Exeter Road Tax Map 030 – Lot 077 in the Industrial Commercial Zone.

The Chairman stated he sees no reason to grant the request to rehear. He explained he feels he did his job, and decision correctly.
Martin agreed.

Miller stated he stands by the original decision

Sullivan stated he would like to reconsider a rehearing.

Hojaboom explained she stands with her initial decision, and does not feel any new information would change her decision.

Martin moved Hojaboom seconded the motion to deny the rehearing.  The motion carried 4 – 1, Sullivan voting to approve the rehearing request.
OBJECTION TO REQUEST FOR VARIANCE REHEARING OF BUZZSAW REALTY LLC – 

The Board recognized the objection to the request for Variance Rehearing of Buzzsaw Realty, LLC submitted by Attorney Baum.
